Applications are judged on financial need, work experience, extracurricular activities, academic record and letters
of recommendation.

The award money will be paid in two equal installments. The first payments of $1,500 will be made by mid-
November 2009 and the second $1,500 in November 2010. The ORHMA GTA region will seek confirmation of full-
time enroliment from the college before each payment is made. Payment will be sent directly to the college for
credit toward the student’s tuition fees. If the fees have been paid in full, the money is to be given to the
recipient by the college. Please note that an income tax receipt will be issued by ORHMA- GTA reion.
